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WHEREAS: The Blackfeet Tribal Business Council is the duly constituted governing
body within the exterior boundaries of the Blackfeet Indian Nation; and

WHEREAS: The Blackfeet Tribal Business Council has been organized to represent,
develop, protect, and advance the views, interests, education, and
resources of the Blackfeet Indian Nation; and

WHEREAS: The Blackfeet Tribal Business Council has caused to be created the
Blackfeet Tribal Employment Rights Office (BTERO) to safeguard and enhance
tribal employment rights within the confines of the Blackfzet Indian

Reservation; and

WHEREAS: The BTERO has brought to the attention of the Blackfeet Tribal Business
Council the fact that various entities on the Blackfeet Indian Reservation
are failing to complywith rules and regulations governing Indian Preference
in the realm of contract, subcontract, and employment opportunities; now

THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED: That the Blackfeet Tribal Bus1ness Council does hereby
enact the follow1ng

1. Al] contracts, subcontracts, and empioyment that are created due to
allocation of Federal, State, and local monies to any entity and to
be expended on the Blackfeet Indian Reservation shall f1rst be ad-

- vertlsed Indian Preference,

* 2. A1l such advertisements shall reference the Blackfeet Tribal Empioyment
R1ghts Office rules and regulations in regards to Ind1an Preference.
